Comparing accident numbers between modes: The reader should be cautioned in making comparisons across modes as the source and criteria
for reporting accidents/incidents can vary from mode to mode. For example, the definitions of a Transportation Safety Board (TSB) reportable
accident and incident vary among aviation, marine and rail. The type of risk exposure, frequency and magnitude of an accident, including the
impact on public perception of safety, also vary. The TDG program does not cover dangerous goods transported in bulk on marine vessels or by
pipeline and therefore limits the type of data comparisons that can be made between in—transit TDG accidents across modes.

Comparing accident rates within and between modes and data limitations: The available activity measures (also referred to as risk exposure or
denominator data) and accident numbers (nominator) for determining the rate are also particular to each mode and have their own set of



limitations. For marine, data are collected only for commercial vessels over 15 gross tons. In addition, there have been data collection changes
over the years. The unit of million vessel-kilometres is being used for the ten—year accident rates for marine. For road, the available casualty rates
are based on the number of registered vehicles rather than kilometres. For aviation, hours flown is more representative of risk exposure.

The ten-year trend for rail is available per million train—miles. For all four modes, therefore, the available denominator for measuring activity ranges
in the degree of representation of all modal accidents. In addition, some available denominators must be estimated to account for data reporting
changes in a certain year or for data lag for the most recent year.

Reliable/Accurate exposure/activity level estimates (or denominator data) for the transportation of dangerous goods are not currently available.

Comparing time periods: The data reported are preliminary for 2023, as accident/incident reports can be received or revised and updated after
the annual report is finalized. The difference between the final and preliminary accident totals has historically been insignificant (e.g. about one per
cent) for rail, marine and aviation. For road, collisions reported to the police are collected by the provinces/territories and provided to Transport
Canada to develop the national casualty collision statistics. The one calendar year delay is due to the inherent difficulties in handling the collection
and processing of high volumes of data (over 600,000 crash cases annually) and the compiling and release of statistics at the jurisdictional and
then at the national levels.

In addition, the long—term comparisons can be affected to varying degrees by the industry, government or system—wide changes (e.g. industry
restructuring, government devolution and commercialization of operations; regulatory changes, such as accident reporting requirements; and
system improvements, including introduction of new technologies).

Comparing fatality numbers: The ten—year trends on annual fatality totals for marine and aviation, which show high fluctuations for some years, may
be indicative of the high impact of rare multi—casualty fatal accidents in that year. This is in contrast to road, where the impact of multi—casualty
collisions (e.g. pile—ups) on the comparatively very high annual total fatalities is proportionately low. For rail, the total annual fatalities can be
influenced by fluctuations in trespasser fatalities, which account for the highest share of the total among all categories of fatal rail accidents.

Les estimations du niveau d'exposition / d'activité approximatif disponibles (ou les données du dénominateur) pour le transport des marchandises
dangereuses manquent de précision pour fournir des tendances raisonnables des taux d'accidents. Des estimations fiables / précises du niveau
d'exposition / d'activité (ou des données sur le dénominateur) pour le transport des marchandises dangereuses ne sont pas actuellement
disponibles.

Comparaison des périodes de temps : les données déclarées sont préliminaires pour 2023 puisque des déclarations d’accidents/incidents
peuvent étre regues ou révisées et mises a jour apres la finalisation du rapport annuel. La différence entre le total final et le total préliminaire des
accidents a toujours été négligeable (c.-a-d. a environ 1 %) pour les transports ferroviaire, maritime et aérien. Pour le transport routier, les
données sur les collisions déclarées a la police sont recueillies par les provinces et territoires et fournies a Transports Canada dans le but
d’établir les statistiques nationales sur les collisions de la route qui ont fait des victimes. Le décalage d’'une année civile résulte des difficultés
inhérentes a la collecte et au traitement de volumes aussi élevés de données (plus de 600 000 accidents par an) et a la compilation et a la
diffusion de statistiques a I'échelle des administrations et ensuite a I'échelle nationale.

De plus, les comparaisons a long terme peuvent subir 'influence des changements apportés par l'industrie, les pouvoirs publics ou a 'ensenmble
du réseau (p. ex. la restructuration de l'industrie, le transfert des responsabilités de I'Etat ainsi que la commercialisation des opérations; les
changements survenus dans la réglementation comme les prescriptions relatives aux déclarations des accidents; et les améliorations des
systémes, notamment 'adoption de nouvelles technologies).

Comparaison du nombre de victimes : la tendance sur 10 ans des victimes annuelles des accidents de transport maritime et aérien, qui affiche
d’importantes fluctuations certaines années, indique peut-étre les répercussions profondes d’accidents mortels rares qui ont fait des victimes
multiples cette année-la. Cela tranche sur le transport routier, ou I'incidence des collisions qui font des victimes multiples (comme les
carambolages) sur le nombre annuel total de victimes qui est relativement trés élevé est proportionnellement faible. Pour ce qui est du transport
ferroviaire, le nombre total de victimes par année peut subir l'influence des fluctuations qui surviennent dans le nombre des victimes d’intrusions,
qui représente la part la plus importante du total de toutes les catégories des accidents ferroviaires mortels.

The Vancouver, B.C. marine terminal accident on March 4, 2015 involving Trichloroisocyanuric Acid, Dry resulted in 80 minor injuries, of which 46
were employees and 34 were private citizens.

The Taber, Alta. two vehicle collision on May 4, 2016 involving a highway tank truck transporting diesel fuel and pickup truck caught fire and
exploded killing both drivers.

One employee died from asphyxiation after inhaling nitrogen vapours during tank truck cleaning and purging operations in Oakville, Ontario on
January 27, 2017.

The Leeds, Ont. multi-vehicle collision accident on March 14, 2017 involving tote tanks containing Fluorosilicic Acid resulted in one death, one
major injury and 32 moderate injuries.

Le nombre d'incidents a globalement diminué en 2020 en raison de la pandémie.

Les seuils de déclaration des accidents de marchandises dangereuses ont changé en raison des modifications apportées a la partie 8 du
Réglement sur le TMD, qui est entré en vigueur le 1¢"décembre 2016. Les rejets et les rejets appréhendés doivent satisfaire a au moins un des six
critéres spécifiques avant qu'un rapport de suivi dans les 30 jours soit nécessaire pour déclarer un accident. Les accidents peuvent se produire
pendant le transport des marchandises dangereuses, leur manutention ou leur entreposage provisoire dans I'attente de leur transport.

Le programme TMD ne couvre pas les marchandises dangereuses transportées en vrac sur des navires ou par pipeline.

Les accidents « en cours de transport » englobent ceux qui se produisent pendant le transport. Les accidents qui ne surviennent « pas en cours
de transport » se produisent aux installations ou I'on prépare le transport des marchandises (leur manutention avant le

chargement/déchargement), ol on les décharge ou les entrepose en cours de transport.

Les blessures mineures désignent les blessés qui ont besoin de premiers soins; les blessures modérées nécessitent des soins d’'urgence a
I'hépital et les blessures graves nécessitent une hospitalisation pour une nuit ou plus.

L’accident ferroviaire du 6 juillet 2013 a Lac-Mégantic, Qc représente 47 des déceés attribués aux marchandises dangereuses.

L'accident du terminal maritime a Vancouver, C.-B., survenu le 4 mars 2015 concernant de I'acide trichloroisocyanurique, sec, compte 80
personnes avec blessures mineures, dont 46 étaient des employés et 34 des particuliers.

La collision entre deux véhicules a Taber, Alb. le 4 mai 2016, impliquant un camion-citerne routier transportant du carburant diesel et une
camionnette, a pris feu et a explosé, tuant les deux conducteurs.

Un employé est décédé des suites d'une asphyxie aprés avoir inhalé des vapeurs d'azote lors du nettoyage d’'un camion-citerne a Oakuville, Ont.,
le 27 janvier 2017.

Collisions de multiples véhicules impliquant un véhicule routier survenu le 14 mars 2017 a Leeds, Ont. et mettant en cause des réservoirs portatifs
contenant de l'acide fluorosilicique a causé un déceés, une blessure majeure et 32 blessures modérées.
